CPAC Membership Seats- There are a couple of vacant seats that the membership committee is working on to fill with
people who represent the diversity of San Francisco.

Black Children and Ad Hoc Committee- On April 10t at the Full Membership meeting Dr. Pat Sullivan presented data and
analysis on the status of Black children and families in San Francisco. The committee is reconvening May 14t to address
any issues.

Platinum Advisors- The Government affairs firm is working with CPAC to watch the San Francisco budget season as well as
come up with other ideas to uplift the CPAC community.

Executive Director Updates:

Roundtable Discussion- We have had a busy start to April, we kicked it off with a round table discussion with Speaker
Emerita Nancy Pelosi and Minority Whip Katherine Clark, opportunity to discuss what is being done federally to fund early
care and education. It was a very powerful moment for San Francisco to be looked at as a model for expanding access
without compromising teacher pay.

WOQYC- This month has been all about the Week of the Young Child, the mayor was able to join us at a Week of the Young
Child event the Annual Colors of Unity Festival hosted by the San Francisco Chinatown Family Resources Centers.
Budget Appropriations Committee- We have been invited to be part of the hearing next week, on Wednesday March 24,
Supervisor Chan will be hosting, other departments will be presenting as well. DEC will be discussing the impacts of ECE
funding.

Administration of Children and Families- They are a doing national webinar on early care and education, focused on
workforce specifically, giving information on what San Francisco is doing specifically.
