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Yensing Sihapanya w/ Family Connections Centers: We provide childcare, family 

resource centers, after school programs and summer camp. We do it all besides 

laundry and one day I am going to open a laundry machine. I am really excited to see 

the strategic plan on the agenda and the emphasis on Child and Family Wellbeing and 

we're really excited that the awards for the Family Resource Center Initiative has started 

being rolled out. But one concern that we have, have as 74 centers, but also early 

childhood educators is that the enhancement grants are not in this round of FRCs. And 

that's approximately 1.8 million dollars, and in that1.8 million dollars it’s paid for 26 

family advocates or case managers at the 26 RFAs. It pays for roughly 7 mental health 

consultants, and around 80 food pantries that support family young children. We think 

that this is one of the best deals in town, and we hope that as DEC is continuing to form 

their budget for next fiscal year, that we see these 1.8 million dollars restored in the 

budget. Yes, again, I really encourage as early childhood advocates, and also as family 

resource centers that this money goes back into the pot for family resource centers to 

provide service to families in the form of family advocates, food and basic needs. Thank 

you. I'm here. If you have any questions or want to ask more about how that money 

spent. 

 

Ashley Downend w/ Safe and Sound and the Family Services Alliance: Like Yensing 

mentioned we represent over 40 child and family serving organizations across the city. 

I'm also a parent and a foster parent and I wanted to talk about family support in the city 

budget. I've seen firsthand what happens when families don't have access to basic 
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needs and community support. Some of them will fall through the cracks and enter the 

child welfare system. Some of them will struggle in school. The impact on teachers is 

real and the impact is also lifelong for families and costly to the city. FRCs are 

integrated into neighborhoods where families live and access care, they provide basic 

needs and community support, and over 90% of caregivers participating in FRC peer 

support groups reported they had someone dependable to help when needed versus 

only 21% of other San Francisco families. I'm asking to have the 1.8 million dollars in 

enhancement grants restored for the FRC initiative. This isn't new funding. Instead, 

we're just asking for restoration of the 1.8 million dollars for basic needs and case 

managers for vulnerable families. This funding could continue to come from DEC funds 

and the reserves that they have available. Thank you for wholly being this space and for 

your consideration of these matters. 

 

Brenda Miles w/ Safe and Sound. I'm happy to to to tag on right after my colleague 

Ashley. The Family Service Alliance is not asking for new funding. Instead, we request 

the restoration of grants from the amount of 1.8 million for basic needs and case 

managers for vulnerable families. This funding is essential to the makeup of San 

Francisco, and the generations that are to follow. This support is essential to family 

members of various ethnic cultural backgrounds, and the support of FRCs is essential 

to the future of San Francisco and the future of San Francisco's economy. Our 

organization safe and sound has a history of this support within the city, and so we 

urgently ask you to restore and maintain this 1.8 million funding for San Francisco in the 

future. Thank you.

6. Strategic Plan Updates and Recommendations (Discussion Item) See slides 

Committee Member Danridge-Pierson arrived at 5:12 PM 

Committee Members discussed: 

• The intervention ability of ECE agencies building systems to support folks not 

receiving services they have a right to during the transition time from birth to 3 

and DEC helping create accountability so that families understand what their 

rights to services are.  

• The increase in TK from SFUSD and the integration of these changes into the 

planning. For example, how childcare providers are being encouraged to support 

younger children.  

• The potential for TK roll out plan to be made in partnership with SFUSD to be 

presented to CPAC and other relevant stakeholders. 

• The strain of material hardship particularly around housing, food, energy, and 

concrete needs. And then also this desire and really lack of understanding as to 

how the systems can't be better connected for young children and their families. 

Very much on families’ minds is UPK. 
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• Children can have the best early childhood learning environments. And if we're 

not supporting the whole family, we're not going to have kids able to learn.   

 

Public Comment: 

Yensing Sihapanya w/ Family Connections Centers: I know we saw the numbers up 

there around the wage enhancements. You know we're on the ground. I just want to 

share some on the ground stories like we see those numbers. The Baby Prop C wage 

enhancements have been such a game changer for the field, and I don't want us to kind 

of just pass by it without anyone verbalizing it. This was the first time anything like my 

whole tenure, 12 years of Family Connection, we don't have a vacancy, and not just 

vacancy, but retention and teacher well being. It's so big, I'll share a story. We had a 

teacher that taught with us for 10 years. She just came back, and she was teaching in 

Redwood City. So, it's also brought people back into the city. I just got a text from my 

cousin, who's a preschool teacher who's so excited to move into a new apartment, 

because now her income can actually help her afford a new apartment. The numbers up 

there really affect people’s lives. And we still have more to come with CARES 3.0 and 

Family Childcare Providers, we still have family childcare providers. There's a lot more 

personal stories behind those numbers. 

 

Dr. Yohana Quiroz w/ Felton Institute: Thank you for the time to provide public 

comment. I do want to give my appreciation to Bec for the investments that they have 

made over the years, and in particular, now to FRCs the new focus on the early 
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intervention services, which is, it's going to be very transformative for those children and 

families that benefit from these services like this level of coordinated investments will 

have significant gains, and we're excited about what it will mean to children and 

families. In addition, I do want to echo the comment that was just made about the 

investments and compensation in the workforce. They have had real implications for the 

workforce, and teachers are happy and feel appreciated. So, thank you so much for 

that. We are seeing a spike in new individuals trying to enter the workforce. And that is 

pretty significant. I do want to highlight an area that needs continued focus and I do 

want to say that as a provider and a community member who is deeply invested in the 

wellbeing of children, families, and the educators. I want to underscore the critical need 

for immediate attention and more investments to strengthen our mental health supports. 

We know that this is on your radar already, and this is a new area that you are now 

managing. But the current early childhood mental health systems offer valuable 

consultation services. But it is evident that these services alone are not enough in 

addressing the escalating needs mental health needs that our community is facing 

across the board. We are witnessing a concerning rise and mental health issues 

amongst children, families and the educators. Many are struggling to cope with stress, 

anxiety, and other mental health concerns. As a recipient of mental health services. I 

have firsthand experience on the limitations of the current system. And although we 

have provided feedback to DEC about what is not working about this system, there still 

has not been any change. 

 

7. Communications and Community Engagement Planning (Discussion Item) 
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Public Comment: 

Oscar Tang w/ FCCASF:  I'm a parent of a 3-year-old. I echo Pat’s comment about 

language access. Yesterday I saw on the social media news about the European Union 

that they have 24 official languages. And I'm so inspired about how they can manage to 

do that. One thing I want to mention is, if we value something, we spend money on it. 

That's what I believe. And a great example that I recently experienced is in the 

California Family childcare network program in Los Angeles. There's about 100 or 200 

providers attending statewide. And then, there's about 10 Chinese Providers, 

Cantonese and Mandarin, and they offer both Cantonese and Mandarin interpretation, 

even though it costs 2.8k for interpretation in each language for 7.5 hours of time. I just 

want to share this because I see this is the commitment. I agree, segregation doesn't 

work in language access. In the EU they manage 24 official languages. When we value 

something, we spend money on it.

Monique Guidry: 

CPAC Coordinator- Executive committee members are currently discussing what 

configuration of hours and responsibilities for a coordinator will be best served for the 

requirements for the LPC and best serve the needs of the San Francisco. The job 

description will then be draft, drafted, and prepared for outreach 

UPK Mixed Delivery- Cpac has submitted a second round of grant funding proposal. 

Excuse me for the UPK mix delivery planning Grant. There was a notice from Cde. 

That's several that yeah round one. Grantees did not apply for round 2 funding for 
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planning. So, funding will be spread around in larger amounts to the counties that do 

apply for round 2 

LPC requirements- CPAC is using data for the recent needs assessment to submit 

priority codes, as CDSS requires. 

Membership Committee- They are working on filling vacancies with the Board of 

Supervisors and the Board of education, and it's refining its onboarding process for new 

members.

We touched on much of our updates, but we are currently learning a lot from what other 

cities and counties are doing for parent engagement. Lastly, we are partnering on how 

to amplify our work within SF, the ECE Summit is a very ambitious project possibly for 

next fall.

● Thoughtful recruitment parameters and process were key!

● Racial, economic, linguistic, geographic and gender diversity were carefully considered in 
selecting workgroup participants. As were age of children and prioritizing parents of 
children with special needs.

● Different inputs designed to reach different audiences

● Focus groups lifted up perspective of specific pops. (Cantonese-speaking, Spanish-
speaking, Filipino/Tagalog-speaking, Black/African American, Indigenous and Pacific 
Islander families and families that have children with special needs)

● In-person events designed to reach across digital divide

● Digital survey=big-tent

● Equitable Compensation

● Parents at all levels of engagement were compensated fairly for their time and expertise.

Mediums & Approaches

● Comms a la carte: There is no one-size-fits all medium or approach! 
Effective parent communications will allow parents to opt-in and tailor 
communication content, language, frequency, and medium(s) to their 
needs, interests, and preferences.

● City services, free family-friendly events, opportunities for socialization 
with other parents

● Information related to parenting, such as tips and training related to 
building capacity in their parenting skills.

Insights and Preferences

1. Trust must be built, earned, and maintained

2. Engagement a la carte: No one-size-fits-all approach!

4. DEC should share back tangible results from feedback provided by families 
and do so relatively quickly.

Insights and Communications Needs

1. Streamlining co-branding policies and approaches would ease pain points 
and facilitate unified communications among early childhood system 
stakeholders and DEC.

2. Formal quarterly communication and marketing check-in meetings with 
collaborating organizations and agencies would support joint and unified 
communications among system stakeholders.

3. System stakeholders would like access to an intranet or central repository 
where they can access DEC approved messaging, visuals, videos, and other 
communications materials.

4. DEC should ensure other San Francisco-based agencies have clear 
information about DEC, how it fits into the network of city services, and 
how to help families access early childhood supports.
